What you need to know about the 

Road and Street Financial Report  
 

This year changes and updates were made to the Road & Street Financial report.  They 

include: 

¶ Wording changes to reflect the correct and updated names of funding sources that Local  

Jurisdictions receive funds from.  

¶ The report instructions were updated to include better descriptions and examples when  

applicable.     

¶ Page 3 of the report includes mandatory reporting information that is now required on the 

HB 312 Highway User Revenue (HUR) as outlined per the bill.  

 

Make sure when you are completing the Road & Street report that you are using the most current 

version which is available on ITDôs and LHTACôs website. 

 

The first distribution of HB 312 was sent in October with your regular HUR disbursement.  ITD 

has a spreadsheet, that is accessible from LHTACôs website, that breaks out what money was for 

the HUR funds and what was from the HB 312 funds.  This distribution was smaller than the rest 

of the distributions will be.  There is a lag in the collection of taxes which causes the first  

distribution to be small, and the first year to be less than a normal yearôs projected amount of 

30%.  Fiscal Year 2016 is projected to have a 25% increase in HUR funds due to the delay of  

collection of funds.   

 

When you are completing page 3 of the Road & Street report please complete all sections.  There 

has been confusion on whether you need to report on the HB 312 funds for FY 2015.  If you are 

doing accrual accounting, and move the October HUR funding back to FY 2015, then complete 

the new section.  Since the funding may not have been spent, just simply list what the money will 

be used on in the future, and the time frame.   Additionally, it is important to list what the deferral 

of maintenance has been over the last 5 years.  Look at your Capital Improvement Plan (CIP),  

Transportation Plan or determine what projects you have delayed or modified due to the lack of 

money.  The legislature is requesting how the money is used and what is the ongoing need that 

isnôt being met.  The information that is used in the reporting will be collected and used to educate 

the Idaho Legislature on the need for more funding for roadways.

New Stewardship Agreement  
 

The Local Highway Technical Assistance Council (LHTAC), and the Idaho  
Transportation Department (ITD) have signed a new stewardship agreement! 
 
This agreement ensures that, for at least the next five years, LHTAC is able to  
continue to assist locals in the contract administration of the Federal-aid program 
throughout Idaho. Outlined within the agreement are defined authorities for  
stakeholders, and procedures and processes that are to be implemented when 
working through the Federal-aid process. 
 
In drafting this agreement, LHTAC and ITD staff worked closely to enhance and 
streamline which individuals hold approval authority on local Federal-aid projects 
and eliminate any duplication. 
 
LHTAC understands that the sponsorôs input is key, and because of that, we are 
especially excited about one particular change; decision making authority is now in 
the hands of LHTAC in close coordination with the sponsor agency. This will allow 
decisions to be made by those closest to the project, further ensuring the  
long-term success, and local satisfaction with each project. LHTAC works hard to 
ensure that processes are streamlined, and that the sponsor is always getting the 
most bang for their buck, this agreement will only help in achieving this goal. 
 

 
We just wrapped up another successful workshop season. In an effort to reach more jurisdictions, 
LHTAC staff traveled to 12 locations around the state. Last year we were able to reach 192 people, 
and this year we reached 223. The staff presented on available funding programs, the T2 Center, 
and the new guidelines for reporting on the Road and Street Financial Report. We want to thank 
everyone who participated this year.
