e Must be able to perform all normal Foreman and crew duties, and assist with
maintenance and construction activities as needed.

e Establish and maintain effective working relationships with the cities, county, local
highway district counterparts, contractors, and public.

e Conducts inspection, analysis, planning, execution, and evaluation for maintenance,
operation, preservation and repair of District roads, traffic control devices, bridges,
pavements, road drainage structures, guardrails, retaining structures, sidewalk/curb/gutter
and rights-of-way.

e Assist the Director with the preparation of specifications, quantity calculations, cost
estimates, as it pertains to highway construction, reconstruction and maintenance.
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Routinely organize and participate in regular meetings with supervisors and personnel to
ensure maximum efficiency and cooperation of District operations and/or with other
agencies.
